Description

Abraham Lincoln invoked the phrase “A house divided against itself cannot stand.”  The phrase referred to his belief that the nation could not survive without a solution to the question of slavery.  Yet, the Kentucky-born Lincoln might just as well have been talking about his in-laws.  His wife Mary Todd had been born into a slaveholding household in Lexington.  Of her thirteen siblings, eight of them were Confederate sympathizers.  

How to display

The exhibit is composed of eight retractable banners that pop up and lock in to place.  They do not need to be hung on a wall.  If you like, you may preview the exhibit on our website at in the “Educational” section of our website at www.mtlhouse.org.  There is an intended order in which visitors should read the banners.  (See attached sheet.)  However, the exhibit is designed so that each banner can stand alone and be understandable.  Therefore they can be placed apart if desired or you can use fewer of the banners if your space is limited. 

Handouts

The exhibit comes with Mary Todd Lincoln House brochures. We ask that you display them near the exhibit.  Along with the exhibit, we also send you a children’s handout (looks like a coloring book) that addresses the “House Divided” theme of the exhibit.  The children’s handout is targeted to 3-5th grade level.  It is designed to stand alone from the exhibit so that it can be a take-home piece if desired.  There are stickers included for the children’s handout.  There are four sets per page.  You will need to cut them and insert them in to each children’s handout.  The stickers have spots throughout the handout where the kids place them. How to borrow

The exhibit may be borrowed for one to two month periods by any educational institution (schools, libraries, museums, etc…).  There is no cost to borrow the exhibit.
